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	St. Stanislovo and St. Vladislovo archcathedral basilica (ending of the XVIIIth century)
   The most important building of classicism in Lithuania. It also includes the belfry. There are 11 chapels, a vestry, 2 entries, 2 stairwells and a store from the sides of the building. The exterior of the building is decorated with 18 sculptures.

   The upbuilding of the archcathedral in the same place where the descriptive one is nowadays, dates back to 1387, which was the centre of build up of Lithuania, the nucleus of defensive of Lithuania and also one of the biggest libraries in Europe (in the XVIth century). The archcathedral of nowadays was built at the end of the XVIIIth century.

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	St. apostle evangelical Mato’s church (1868-1885)

   The church is one of the best and one of the most original Neogothic buildings in Lithuania. Foundation – stone masonry. Walls – red bricks. In 1882 the altar (that was made in Paris) was built. Tower of the church was set in 1883 (architect – J.Verner).

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	Blessed Virgin Mary’s church in Salakas (1911)

   Only Salakas town inhabitants’ hands without any technical help built this church. This 78 m height building of stones is very unique because it was mostly built using the fund that bigger part consisted of town inhabitants’ money that was raised for building the church. In 1944 some parts of the church were destroyed, but rebuild in 1946-1947. In 2001 Salako’s church celebrated 90 years of its upbuilding.
