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ii. Introduction

On 1st and 2nd of October 2004, the 40th ECCE meeting was held in Zagreb. During this meeting there was an extended discussion of the working committee of Heritage of Civil Engineering. 

As stated at the very beginning the aim of this working committee is to illustrate the Heritage of Civil Engineering in Europe by presenting important projects of European countries.

The duration of the discussion was about 2 hours and it can be subdivided in the following sections.

iii. Review of the 1st meeting of the committee in Moscow

At the beginning of the discussion (as an introduction) there was a brief review of the basic points of the Moscow meeting which are outlined below:

· The final result of the working committee will be a coffee table book.

· Each country will send about 10 representative projects

· Each project presentation will take 2 pages with photos and description text written in two languages (this proposed to be changed and the texts to be only in English)

· We refer to the modern period which means that each project must be constructed the last 250 years.

· There were proposals and various ideas concerning the funding of the book (E.C., construction companies etc)
iv. Acceptance criteria of the projects

The delegation of each country is free to send any project for presentation, but in order to help the delegates to find the most representatives the committee set a number of criteria that must be met. The proposed criteria are outlined bellow:

· The project must be important considering its construction period as well as the social and political situation that era

· The way that the project was constructed  must be innovative for the concerning time period

· The project must reflect the level of civilization of that period in its geographical region

v. Categories of Projects Proposal by George Pilot

In order to be able to classify the presented projects, a list of categories was proposed and became accepted. Therefore the proposed case studies (projects) must belong to one of the following categories:

· Buildings

· Towers

· Construction (Buildings, Industrial construction, Maritime construction, Energy construction etc)

· Religious monuments

· Bridges (Stone bridges, Concrete Bridges, Steel Bridges etc)

· Dams (Earth dams, Concrete dams etc)

· Tunnels

· Transport Infrastructures (Highways, Railways etc)

· Canals and waterways

vi. Rules for project presentation

One of the reasons that will make successful the final result is the unified approach and way of presentation of the projects that will be selected. In order to assure the identical way of presentation the working committee decided to set some rules that must be followed. These are outlined bellow :

· Location of the project

· Short description of the geographical location

· Ground conditions (surface of ground etc)

· The need of the project

· Situation before the construction of the project. 

· How the project affected the way of life of the citizens and helped the development of that area in general

· A brief history of the project

· Social and political situation during its construction design and construction

· Important historical data concerning the project i.e. the use of it during wars etc

· Technical description

· Materials used (stone, concrete, steel etc)

· Type of structural system  (i.e. simply supported, truss bridge etc)

· Methods of construction & construction phases

· Important construction details

· Aesthetic information (shape of structure, sculptures etc)

· Photos and plans of the project 

· General plans (Sketches, Plans etc)

· Photos during construction

· Photos of the finished project

· Any detail the make this project different from the others 

· References and bibliography for further reading.

vii. Discussion and decisions of the Working Committee in Zagreb

All items that were discussed as well as the decisions taken by the members of the working committee in Zagreb are outlined bellow:

· A number of issues were set and discussed in order to clarify every question concerning the progress of the job. 

· The committee discussed and accepted the criteria and rules of project presentation

· Extended discussion was done on the alternative ways of funding, editing and printing of the book.  Because this subject is very crucial for the future of the working committee the discussion reached at no point, but there was an agreement that everybody will try to find in his country possible editors and ways of funding.

· All members accepted that the committee is ready to ask from each country a list of projects (case studies) that could be included in the final presentation. The proposed projects will be selected and proposed from each country delegation and must follow the criteria set before. It was also decided that the list will contain a photo and a short description of each project. 

· After having the lists of each country the committee must be able to form the final texts. In order to decide how will be the final format of presentation we decided to compare a number of different proposals.

· Finally the present members set the targets for the next ECCE meeting

viii. Targets for the next ECCE meeting

The working committee on Heritage of Civil Engineering was met for second time in Zagreb. In these two meetings the committee set the sequence that must be followed and gave the essential directions to all members in order to be able to write and send their case studies (project presentations). 

At the end of each meeting the committee used to set the targets for the future, in this point of view the targets set for the next ECCE meetings are the following:

· To collect a list of potential projects of each country. This list must contain a photo and a brief description.

· to collect some proposals concerning full project presentation from delegates in order to compare them and decide the final format

· to bring proposals about printing, editing and funding of the book

In order the working committee to reach its final goal,

It is asked from each country delegation to :

· fill and send a list (photo and small description) of any project that considered to satisfy the selection criteria set before

· Send a sample of a full project presentation in order the committee to be able to decide the final format of full project presentations

· submit any ideas and proposals as soon as possible

All these must be done till the end of this year
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
